12.4 Grades Used by the School 
 
Most academic courses use letter grades A through C and F.   
 
There are no A+ grades, and there are no C-, D+, D, or D- grades.   
 
Based on 100 points total for the course grade, the letter grade equivalents are as 
below: 
 
93-100 = A 
90-92 = A- 
87-89 = B+ 
83-86 = B 
80-82 = B- 
77-79 = C+ 
73-76 = C 
72 or lower = F 
 
Practicum courses and the Thesis Capstone course are grade with “P” for pass or 
“F” for fail.  Practicum extension and practicum planning courses are graded with 
“S” for satisfactory completion or “F” for fail.  “I” grades for incomplete coursework 
are available as specified below.
