Logistics
Days spent at Wilf Campus are in the Washington Heights neighborhood. 
The neighborhood is very residential and ethnically Hispanic. The nearest subway stop is a few blocks away. There are also MTA buses. To ride on public transportation, you need to buy a MetroCard at a Subway station or use your digital wallet to pay. Each fare is $2.90.  

Airports
The nearest airports to our area are La Guardia (LGA) and John F. Kennedy (JFK).   Public transportation (subway or bus) is adequate, but not great. 
Ubers can cost from $50-100 one way, depending on time of day. 
The next nearest airport is in Newark, New Jersey (EWR).  The transportation options involve taking a bus to Manhattan’s Port Authority Bus Terminal and then taking additional transportation to campus or your lodging, or an Uber/Taxi which can be very expensive for such a distance. Shared van services like SuperShuttle have changed and I am not familiar with them anymore.
